His weight loss is unavoidable. He also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, schizophrenia, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinent. His KPS score is at 40%. He is currently not using oxygen, but he becomes very short of breath with activity. His O2 sat was 92% at room air. He does have oxygen available, but once again he chooses not to use it on regular basis.
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
