This is an 84-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with senile dementia, senile degeneration of the brain, COPD, and hypertension. The patient is very weak. He is wheelchair bound. He is ADL dependent. He wears an adult diaper because of bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient’s O2 sat at this time is 92% with a heart rate of 100. Last week, he had a bout of hypoxemia, required oxygen, but he refuses to wear his oxygen. He is sleeping about 16-18 hours a day. He has increased confusion, decreased appetite. His KPS score is 40%. His O2 sat drops with any type of activity. His heart rate is 110 associated with endstage COPD. He has mild lower extremity edema related to right-sided heart failure, malnutrition as well as protein-calorie malnutrition and decreased albumin level. The patient continues to decline regarding his senile degeneration of the brain.
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
