This is a 75-year-old woman, originally from Sierra Leone. She is currently on hospice because of Alzheimer’s dementia. She sleeps about 16-18 hours a day. She is totally bedbound and ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, weight loss and child-like immunity. The patient is no longer oriented to person. She also has history of hypertension; currently on losartan and hydrochlorothiazide, hyperlipidemia, and anxiety and is on Norvasc to control her blood pressure.

The patient is currently single. She has three children, but lives in a group home. Her O2 sat is 95% with a pulse of 62. Once again, she no longer knows who she is and has behavioral issues especially in the evening consistent with sundowner’s syndrome. Again, she is quite thin, has lost weight and eats very little at this time.
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
