This is a 61-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of COPD, insomnia, dementia, shortness of breath, anxiety and behavioral issues.

She also suffers from chronic pain. She has lost weight. She has had severe muscle wasting. She also has anxiety that is controlled with Celexa related to her COPD. Her KPS score is 40%. She suffers from tardive dyskinesia because of psychiatric issues and medications in the past. She takes Norvasc to control her blood pressure, which is controlled at this time. She has also developed a rash that the caretaker would like us to order medication for the rash in the upper and lower extremities consistent with dermatitis and would respond to steroids.

Her blood sugar is controlled. She also suffers from diabetes and diabetic neuropathy. Her anxiety and behavioral issues are controlled with the  help of trazodone and Celexa. Her weight loss is unavoidable. She had lost 10 pounds in February, has continued to lose another five pounds. She has had a hard time walking. She is at a high risk of fall and no longer chooses to walk, she is wheelchair bound now. Her appetite is diminished and she continues to lose weight given her advanced COPD. Her O2 sat today was at 88% and oxygen available, which she does not wear. She also uses her nebulizer more often, at least six or seven times a day. The patient would respond to Medrol Dosepak and we will discuss this with the staff as well as the medical director regarding ordering medication for her to help her with the rash.
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
