Danny is a 78-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure, atrial fibrillation, and endstage renal disease.

He has 2+ edema despite being on medication. Part of the edema is because of his atrial fibrillation, which causes the patient to lose about 5-10% of his cardiac output. He does not use oxygen. He has a documented EF of 15-20%.

He has orthopnea, PND, history of angina, uses CPAP and does not like to wear his O2 during the day. His O2 sat was at 92% at the time of evaluation with a heart rate of 63 with irregularity. His KPS score is at 40%. His appetite has been diminished. He also suffers from seizure disorder and decreased mentation related to hypoperfusion. Overall prognosis remains poor for Mr. Danny Britton. He is at a high risk of dying of sudden death given his current diagnosis and his worsening CHF.
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
