FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION
The patient is a 75-year-old woman lives with her husband over 50 years at home. She is currently on hospice because of chronic diastolic congestive heart failure. Other medical issues include shortness of breath, chronic weakness, muscle weakness. She is wheelchair bound. She is spending more time in bed 12-16 hours now and she has orthopnea and PND. She is no longer able to sit up for a longtime. She suffers from chronic renal insufficiency as well as atherosclerotic heart disease and atrial fibrillation. Her husband tells me that she has less appetite, she has less interest in life, she has issues with mentation. She belongs to New York Heart Association stage IV heart failure with shortness of breath at rest. Once again, she is total ADL dependent. Her husband changes her diapers. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. Changing her diapers and moving her is very difficult because she becomes very short of breath and he has to wait to proceed with planned activity i.e. changing her diapers. Her hypoperfusion related to atrial fibrillation caused her to be quite confused.

The patient also has pedal edema, orthopnea, PND and symptoms of dementia multifactorial. She has oxygen available, but she has never used her oxygen. She states that it is still uncomfortable for her to use it and rather be uncomfortable. She does have behavioral issues that require treatment on regular basis. She also ______ contractures about the right upper and lower extremities secondary to previous CVA over 20 years ago. Her O2 sat today was at 88% on room air with a heart rate of 110. The patient continues to deteriorate with overall prognosis quite poor for this 75-year-old woman who appears much older than stated age with endstage congestive heart failure.
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
