HISTORY: This is a 40-year-old female here for followup. The patient states that she was seen in local emergency room diagnosed with UTI. She was given Macrobid, but she states she has taken according to prescription. According to the direction it is not getting better.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above. She also reports frequent urination, painful urination, and pain in her left flank.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is alert and oriented in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 101/61.
Pulse 76.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft. No rebound. No guarding. Mild tenderness to palpation in the suprapubic region. She has tenderness in the left flank.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Hematuria.
2. Urinary tract infection.
3. Renal stones.
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PLAN: Urinalysis was done in the clinic today. Urinalysis reviewed blood, leukocyte esterase. We did an ultrasound of the patient’s kidneys ultrasound reveals stones. No hydronephrosis. She was given the following medication:
1. Cipro 500 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days #14.

2. Flomax 0.4 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days #30.
She was given prescription with Diflucan 150 mg one p.o. daily #1. She was advised not to take this medication until she actually started having symptoms of yeast infection. The patient states she understands and will comply.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
