HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistending. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Tinea cruris.

2. Cellulitis localized.
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PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following medication:
1. Doxycycline 50 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

2. Ketoconazole 2% cream applied twice daily for 14 days #30 grams.
