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This is a 67-year-old white female who had gone through the closed head injury, had multiple problems. The patient is on Nuedexta. The patient follows with Dr. Beebe who is retiring. The patient was referred to my office. The patient is cooperative, but every now and then she is forgetting words, she has difficulty findings words. She feels that she feels very scared of driving. She was rare-ended, had gone through the back surgery and closed head injury. Apparently, her lawyer did not give her all the benefits of lifetime and she felt that she never realized how screwed up the system was with the lawyer, it became late, she has complained to the bar association with limited success. The patient feels that later on she could not think, she could not retrieve her information. She was dexterous, but one of her hands cannot function. The patient felt that she loses words, she loses her thoughts, she becomes sometimes standing somewhere not knowing why she is standing there; with Nuedexta, thinks that is helping her.

PAST PSYCH HISTORY: Only closed heady injury outpatient. She was admitted only once, Dr. Beebe was following her from 2015. She had gone to see another psychiatrist before that did not work up.

PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: She was born and brought up in Michigan in an intact family. She used to work. She was an engineer. She has done one year of college. She worked for various things. She compulsory retired because of the automobile accident; she was rear-ended at 45 miles speed, she was unconscious and then she could not function.

The patient was married and divorced. Her husband was a butcher who used to drink significant amount. He was trying to kill her. She had a stepson from him 11 years old. He called police and they both left. His biological father that is her ex-husband complained at that time that she was kidnapping her son, but son told the police officer how he was scared and he does not want to go back; she adopted him. Today, he is a nuclear engineer, doing very well, has five grandkids and he is always in her life. The patient now has a boyfriend, she does not want get married again, they are steady for a while and he is helping her.

MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION: This is a white female, disorganized at times. Speech is slow and goal-directed. Reaction time is increased. Verbal productivity is reduced. Oriented x 3. The patient could participate into formal mental status examination. Insight is limited. Judgment is poor.
