CHIEF COMPLAINT: Palpitations and headaches.

HPI: The patient is a 54-year-old African American male who reports palpitations for one month. He further reports headaches for the last three to four days. He also reports dizziness, which has been present since the last month. Symptoms seemed to occur every morning. He notes that the palpitations are worse on lying down. He has had no shortness of breath. He reports two-month history of chest pain, which is not influenced by activity.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of CVA. Mother had history of CVA.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a prior smoker; he quit nine years ago. He denies drug use. He is employed as an accounts executive.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Genitourinary: He has frequency and urgency.

Neurologic: He has headache and dizziness.

Psychiatric: He has insomnia.

Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 162/91, pulse 78, respiratory rate 16, height 73” and weight 187 pounds.

Cardiovascular: Examination is significant for a soft systolic murmur.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 81 beats per minute. There is left anterior fascicular block. There is left axis deviation with axis of –43.

IMPRESSION:

1. Hypertension untreated.

2. Chest pain.

3. Palpitations.

4. Abnormal EKG.

PLAN:

1. Zio patch

2. Echocardiogram.

3. Stress testing.

4. Start carvedilol 3.125 mg p.o. b.i.d., #60.

5. Follow up in one month or p.r.n.
