Mr. Lopez is a 71-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II in 1992. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, positive heart murmur, prostate cancer, hepatitis B, and right eye blindness. He also reports blurry vision and retinopathy. His last hemoglobin A1c was 7.8%. For his diabetes, he is on Levemir 30 units twice daily. He failed Lantus due to therapeutic failure, glipizide 5 mg once daily, and Ozempic 0.25 mg once weekly. He was previously on NovoLog however he has not been taking this. He states that his diabetes is complicated by diabetic peripheral neuropathy.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 7.8%. We will adjust his diabetic regimen and increase his Ozempic to 0.5 mg once weekly and prescribed Tresiba 36 units once daily and glipizide 5 mg once daily.

2. The patient takes insulin injections once daily, which is prescribed with the Tresiba and we will recommend NovoLog based on a sliding scale three times a day. He make frequent dose adjustments to his insulin therapy based on blood glucose monitoring. We will prescribe a Dexcom G7 and continuous glucose monitor for this patient.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel.

5. For his coronary artery disease, continue followup with cardiologist Dr. Bandari.

6. Continue followup with primary care provider.
