Christy is a very pleasant 52-year-old female who was diagnosed to have advanced colon carcinoma during April 2023 where she presented with a huge mass in the abdomen with hard consistency. A CT scan did show large metastatic lesion in abdominal cavity and enlargement of the uterus. CEA was 1219 and CA125 was 251. Subsequently, the patient had a colonoscopy by Dr. Khaira in Gainesville, which did reveal it to be adenocarcinoma. The patient then was referred to Dr. Alexander Gaidarski, M.D. of Texas oncology and the patient had open right hemicolectomy, total abdominal hysterectomy with bilateral salpingo-oophorectomy, wedge resection of the liver and de-bulking of most of the visible peritoneal masses. It was PT-3 and M1-C. The patient did well reasonably postoperatively since subsequently she was started on systemic chemotherapy, at that time 5-FU was not available, so she was started on Gemcitabine 2000 mg twice daily, oxaliplatin 200 mg every three weeks and Avastin 600 mg every three weeks. The patient did extremely well and in March her CEA was down to 16. Recent CEA done on June 20 is 16. The patient recently had a PET CT scan which was significantly improved however there are some ADLs increased uptake especially scattered lymph node in the pelvic area. So, there is a concern.

The patient has been having some peripheral neuropathy mostly both lower extremity and mainly numbness. We have tried to decrease Gemcitabine from 2000 to 1500 mg twice daily however this neuropathy has persisted, it has not gotten any worse. So I believe now a switch to different form of chemotherapy might be indicated.

Since I do not have access to 5-FU infusion pump or 48 hours I would like another oncologist at the Texas Oncology to see the patient and take over further care of this patient. I think she may be switched to Folfiri with Avastin. She has responded well so far and I would hope that she continues to do so.
