HPI: A 95-year-old female seen in room. She is seated in her wheelchair in the corner with her turban on. She is alert and interactive when spoken to. I asked the patient how she was feeling and I told her where she had fallen she stated that she was transferring herself, which is routine for her, she forgot to lock her wheelchair so gave out from her when she fell to the side fortunately no injury. So, she is continuing to get around in her manual wheelchair without difficulty. Continues to sleep through the night, feeds herself and remains continent of bowel and bladder. She denies any need at this time.
DIAGNOSES: HTN, HLD, anxiety/depression, wheelchair bound and history of insomnia.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/14.
ALLERGIES: CLINDAMYCIN, ENALAPRIL and CELEBREX.
DIET: NAS.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/61, pulse 68, temperature 97.2, respirations 20, O2 saturation 98% and weight 164 pounds.

HEENT: Turban on, she does have hair that is thinning. Sclerae clear. Glasses in place. Most moist oral mucosa.
CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.
RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. She has no cough.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She moves her arm. She weight bears to self transfer. She is able to flex at the hip. She has good neck and truncal stability in a seated position and resolution of lower extremity edema.
SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: General care, actually the patient is DNR that issue was resolved in a discussion with her son on 04/22/24. Her current level of care is adequate. She is doing quite well. No complaints in a good attitude. Continue with care as is.
