CC: Readmit from a skilled care facility post hospitalization.
HPI: An 84-year-old male hospitalized at St. Anthony’s with urosepsis and pneumonia. He was on dual antibiotic therapy. He had a PICC line placed to receive ABX and while his overall condition continued to improve in the course of the antibiotics, he developed C. difficile enterocolitis. The patient was discharged from St. Anthony’s and transferred to Brookwood Skilled Care Facility on 05/30/24 remaining there until transfer back to HarborChase on 06/19/24. The patient’s PICC line was pulled prior to return and he continues on oral vancomycin for his C. difficile. He has about a week remaining of therapy and isolation precautions. When I asked him why he returned to the facility rather than staying at skilled care and commenting that I was surprised that they discharged him and he stated it was because he insisted on leaving.

DIAGNOSES: C. difficile treatment ongoing, atrial fibrillation on anticoagulant, hypothyroid, hypertension, DM-II, and insomnia.

MEDICATIONS: Amiodarone 200 mg q.d., Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., D3 1000 IUs q.d., B12 1000 mcg q.d., levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d., lisinopril 40 mg q.d., meloxicam 15 mg q.d., metformin ER 500 mg two tablets q.a.m., metoprolol 100 mg b.i.d., Protonix 40 mg q.d., Questran one pack q.d., trazodone 50 mg h.s., and vancomycin 5 mL p.o. q.6h. for a total of 16 days treatment was initiated on 06/10/24 and will be completed on 06/26/24.
ALLERGIES: LIPITOR.
DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: Full code.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, cooperative, and spoken to in room.

VITAL SIGNS: Not available.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient ambulated into facility using a cane. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: He is alert and oriented x 3. Speech is clear. He expresses himself and acknowledges leaving the facility SNF against medical advice and did not seem pleased with the restrictions of isolation continuing until treatment is complete.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: C. difficile. He is on vancomycin p.o. 5 mg q.6h. for a total of 16 days. Treatment was initiated on 06/10/24, so will be completed after 06/26/24. He will be confined to room with isolation precautions to include meals as well as no visitors.
