CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 80-year-old female with endstage Alzheimer’s disease has recently been treated for bilateral multifocal pneumonia with Levaquin 500 mg q.d. x 10 days and a Medrol Dosepak which has been completed. The patient also has new onset seizure activity and was started on Keppra 500 mg b.i.d. BMP and Keppra level are reviewed today. The patient was in her Broda chair. She was lying quietly, eyes opened, but no verbalization. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. BMP review, values WNL, but does have a slightly elevated BUN-to-creatinine ratio at 26.2, so requested staff to offer the patient water which is an ongoing issue. She is slow to drink and then only will drink small amount.

2. New onset seizure activity, on Keppra. There has not been seizure activity since starting the medication and the Keppra level is pending. So, I am having staff call the lab and we will make any adjustments in her current dose as indicated by level.
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
