CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 94-year-old female with end-stage vascular dementia is seen today. She is reclined in her Broda chair and annual labs are reviewed. The nurse tells me that the patient’s daughter/POA Carla Sue Foreman has been visiting her mother and just expressed how it was distressing to see her mother go through this current phase that she is in. She also asked if there are medications that could be discontinued that she would want them discontinued.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage vascular dementia, anxiety disorder, HTN, dry eye syndrome, macular degeneration, and GERD.

ALLERGIES: Multiple – see chart.

DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR

HOSPICE: Suncrest.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female sleeping in Broda chair.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 88/67, pulse 64, temperature 98, respirations 17, and weight 135.2 pounds.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation to self-only. She speaks occasionally and it is a word or two that is random and out of context. She can express her needs. She does not understand given information. She sleeps most of the time and she is now requiring feeding.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. HTN. She is running hypotensive, so I am discontinuing all BP medications.

2. General care: I have spoken with her daughter/POA about all of the above and she is in agreement.
