CC: Question about tramadol and Parkinson’s.
HPI: An 83-year-old female seen in the room. She was sitting on her bed and dressed and a med aide was giving her, her medication, explaining to her what each medication was. I told the patient that there was a note that expressed concern about tramadol increasing the patient’s Parkinson’s symptoms and asking for an alternate pain medication to be spread out through the night. When I looked at the patient, she shook her head and said that that was her daughter’s comments. I told her that I was unaware of tramadol increasing or worsening the current Parkinson’s symptoms that the patient may have. She told me that the tramadol worked good for her pain and she did not see that it affected her Parkinson’s in any way negatively. I told her if that is how she felt and what she saw, then that was good enough for me and I was going to go with her feedback rather than anyone else’s to include her daughter’s. She smiled and thanked me for that. We talked for a little bit and I asked her if she needed anything and she said I think I have already gotten it, so I hugged her good night and went on.
DIAGNOSES: Parkinson’s disease, depression, hyperlipidemia, and osteoarthritis.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/31/2024 note.
ALLERGIES: AMOXICILLIN, CODEINE, and PCN.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Petite older female, appearing younger than stated age, taking medications per med aide and in good spirits.
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VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/71, pulse 68, temperature 96.8, and respiratory rate 17.
NEURO: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear.
The patient is soft-spoken, but today was expressive and seemed relieved to be attended to what she thought versus what her daughters thought. She is agreeable to continuing with tramadol as is.
