CC: Pain management.
HPI: A 74-year-old female with polyarthralgia with baseline of advanced Parkinson’s disease. The patient states that ibuprofen works well for her. In the past, she has tried Norco which she found somewhat sedating and just made her feel tired. Tylenol ineffective. Tramadol she said was somewhat effective, but she finds ibuprofen to work the best. So she wants to have order to self-administer. I had prescribed ibuprofen 800 mg tablet to be used q.8h. p.r.n. and rather than have to request it, she now wants to have order to self-administer and states that she does not use it every day and if she does use it, it is generally only once a day.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated comfortably on couch. She was alert and appeared relaxed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 98/57, pulse 59, temperature 97.6, respiratory rate 17, and weight 116 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently in her apartment outside of it she is in a manual wheelchair that she uses her distance, but primarily uses a walker that she walks steadily at a brisk pace.

NEURO: Orientation x 2 to 3. Speech clear. Voices needs. Understands given information. She recently has just kind of had a new calm to her and less agitation and I told her that she just seems to really be in a more peaceful place and she seemed to like hearing that.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Polyarthralgias. Ibuprofen to be kept in room for the patient to self administer 800 mg tablet one p.o. q.8h. p.r.n., NTE three doses in 24 hours.
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
