CC: Right shoulder pain.
HPI: A 75-year-old male who approached me again today about being seen for his right shoulder pain. He wants to have an MRI; he has not been evaluated by an orthopedist, tells me that he just wants to get an MRI. He has a POA who lives in the Guthrie area, it is hard for her to get here to take him to appointments as she also works full-time, so I told him I would submit a request for MRI, we will see whether that is acceptable and, if so, start with that and, based on those findings, seek out a neurologist. The new LPN looked up Community Hospital on S.W. 89th St., phone number is 405-602-8100 and she has contacted them to make an MRI appointment and the actual MRI section was already closed, but she was given a direct line to that office and she will contact them tomorrow. The request is for right shoulder MRI. He is post fall, which plain films ruled out fracture or dislocation, but he has had progressive limitation of abduction, forward and backward motion and decreased grip strength and he is right-hand dominant. The patient has Norco 10/325 mg one q.6h. routine that he takes for severe OA and chronic back pain, which also helps decrease his shoulder pain, but not fully alleviate it. I told him that once we got this set up he would be informed and then it would be up to him to set up medical transport.
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
