HPI: A 76-year-old gentleman asked to be seen, states that for a couple of days he has had discomfort with urination, now burning and he has waited until now realizing it is not going to go away. He denies any fevers or chills. His fluid intake is fair. In the past, he has had an issue with alcohol consumption. He states that he is not drinking that much, but does drink on occasion and is drinking a lot of other fluid. Otherwise, the patient is stable. He is in his manual wheelchair that he propels. He has got good neck and truncal stability. His speech is clear and can convey his needs.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dysuria. UA with C&S ordered and that will be obtained this evening and I will empirically start nitrofurantoin 100 mg b.i.d. until we get culture results and Pyridium 100 mg one tablet p.o. t.i.d. x2 days.
