FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

This 64-year-old very debilitated white gentleman was evaluated for endstage COPD today. What is most important is usually the patient meets me in the living area of his home, but he is no longer able to ambulate because of his shortness of breath.
He continues to be hypoxic. His O2 sat hovering around 75 to 80% on room air. He requires 4 L of oxygen. His heart rate is 120 and continues with wheezing. He requires his breathing treatments every four to six hours at this time.
His MAC is down to 17.5. His KPS is 40%. He also suffers from severe protein-calorie malnutrition, increased confusion, decreased mentation, hypoperfusion, insomnia, schizoid disorder, endstage COPD, air hunger, shortness of breath, wheezes, rales, rhonchi and severe hypoxemia. He has also been using his morphine and his lorazepam that is provided to him and his comfort pack more often now because of his increased shortness of breath. He is definitely showing decline as far as his chronic COPD is concerned with hypoxemia, increased oxygen need and tachycardia along with severe muscle wasting and protein-calorie malnutrition that was noted above along with the worsening symptoms.
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
