This is a 59-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure, coronary artery disease endstage, hyperlipidemia, non-healing right medial malleolus ulcer, peripheral vascular disease with diminished pulse, history of extensive COPD on nebulizer and refuses to use oxygen most of the time.

The patient was just seen by the folks from the Wound Care who felt like the patient’s stasis ulcer has become infected, the patient has been placed on Levaquin at this time. The patient has Unna boot in place. As far as his heart failure is concerned, he has had weight loss, cardiac cachexia, shortness of breath with activity at rest, with talking, sometimes with eating. I told him to take his O2 at all times, but he uses his O2 at nighttime. His oxygen saturation is at 88%.

He also suffers from peripheral vascular disease, diminished pulses and has nitroglycerin on a p.r.n. basis for chest pain. KPS is at 40%. He is bowel and bladder incontinent and lives with his family, his granddaughter who takes care of him and is considered to be his provider as well. The patient is not interested in stopping smoking especially given the fact that most of his issues and problems are most likely much worsened by continuation of smoking.
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
