FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

This is a 69-year-old gentleman with extensive history of smoking on hospice with atherosclerotic heart disease. One thing that you notice the first thing you see Carl is that he has lost so much weight, he has basically no muscle, he is skin and bone. He has increased shortness of breath with chest pain with activity. He also has severe DJD, muscle wasting, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinent and hypertension along with COPD. He is ADL dependent. Again, he is thin, confused because of hypoperfusion. His O2 sat is hovering around 94% with a pulse of 110 today. Carl is in bed 12-16 hours a day. He likes to watch TV, but he gets confused and has tendency to speak to the TV as if they were real people per caretaker which is part of his worsening confusion relating to his hypoperfusion.
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
