He has decreased appetite and muscle wasting, quite thin despite the fact that retaining some fluid. Muscle wasting is consistent with cardiac cachexia. He is blind in his left eye. He has varicose veins in his lower extremity and history of PVD. He does wear diapers and requires help with all ADL. He tells me he gets tired a lot, he likes to stay in bed. He is spending more time in bed at least 14-16 hours a day. The patient is showing worsening symptoms as far as his congestive heart failure is concerned compared to the last visit of 05/05/2024. Overall prognosis continues to remain grave for this gentleman.
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
