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DOB: 
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This is a 60-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of stroke, left-sided weakness, and aspiration. The patient has been having issues with TIA versus seizure disorder where he develops a blank stare and has had bouts of bladder incontinence during these episodes. He is refusing his Plavix most of days. The patient then appears postictal per report from the staff and then gets better as the day progresses. As far as his endstage stroke is concerned, he does have aspiration symptoms with left-sided weakness and high risk of fall, ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent.

His KPS score is at 40%. I had a long discussion regarding making sure he takes his Plavix on regular basis. We will reevaluate the patient for petit mal seizures in the next month or so; if symptoms continue, he may benefit from Depakote 250 mg on a b.i.d. basis. We will discuss my findings today with medical director via copy of face-to-face evaluation as well.
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
