CHIEF COMPLAINT: Followup of pneumonia.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Brown is a 35-year-old woman who was seen yesterday with cough, congestion, shortness of breath, and abnormal chest x-ray. CT showed bilateral pneumonia. The patient is on albuterol, Rocephin, Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. She also received Decadron yesterday. Her tachycardia is resolved. Her blood pressure is stable. She slept well. She is not in any distress.
The radiologist recommended rechecking the CT scan in four to six weeks to rule out post bronchial lesions.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: No change from 06/20/24. History of migraine headaches.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No change from 06/20/24. Ablation, varicose veins.
MEDICATIONS: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She drinks very little. I asked her again today, she does not smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98. Respirations 20. Pulse 74. Blood pressure 120/60.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema. 
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Bilateral pneumonia.

2. 1 g of Rocephin now.

3. Continue with Z-PAK.
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4. Continue with Medrol Dosepak.

5. Come back in a week.

6. Recheck CT in four to six weeks.

7. Check CBC even though she had blood work done recently with bilateral pneumonia *__________* we are going to check her blood work today.

8. Call any changes noted in her condition.
