HISTORY: This is a 51-year-old gentleman here for followup. The patient was recently seen on 06/20/2024, he was diagnosed with acute pharyngitis, odynophagia, acute bronchitis and cough. He was sent home with Zithromax, Tessalon, prednisone and Zofran. He is back today because he states he is not doing well. He states he does well whenever he gets the shot first and then followed up with the medications, so he states essentially he is here for the shot.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 130/94.
Pulse 74.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.
HEENT: Normal.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES:  He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Followup.
2. Pharyngitis.

3. Odynophagia.

4. Acute bronchitis.
5. Acute cough.

PLAN: In the clinic, he received Rocephin 1 g IM and dexamethasone 10 mg IM. He was observed in the clinic for additional 15 minutes or so and reevaluated, he said he has no side effects from the medication and states he is beginning to feel better.
The patient was advised to continue medication, to come back to the clinic if worse, to go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
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
