CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is here with wife with complaints of congestion for the past three days, sore throat this morning, also with complaints of intermittent dizziness for the past week or two with history of the same. He has a cardiologist, Dr. Klem, has seen recently for routine followup. He also has a neurologist and sees for essential tremor. He has been referred to ENT doctor in the past for tinnitus who he has not seen yet.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above with dizziness with “sinus infections”. He states he had a stent put in his left groin in the vein and was only monitored recently for four months. Recently, elevated blood pressure, now controlled with medications.
MEDICATIONS: Clonidine for tremor, Mobic, Nexium, propranolol and amlodipine.
The patient given shots for Rocephin and dexamethasone and prescription for Z-PAK. He states he does not tolerate p.o. Medrol because of stomach. He was advised to follow up with neurologist and cardiologist with precautions driving; he works out of town and travels overseas, but has local job pending now. He thinks dizziness is going to clear with treatment; if it does not, advised to make an appointment and follow up with cardiologist and neurologist without driving.
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
