Dear Dr. Ball:
This is a telemedicine followup visit for Ms. Giesken with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, history of proteinuria and bilaterally small kidneys.  Her last visit was November 6, 2023.  Her weight is stable and she has been feeling well since her last visit.  Review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list consists of only supplements.  No prescription medications.
Physical Examination:  Weight 151 pounds, pulse 67 and blood pressure 98/64.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done April 3, 2024.  Her hemoglobin is 12.7, white count 4.14.  Normal platelet levels.  Creatinine is 1.1, estimated GFR is 53, electrolytes are normal, calcium 9.9, albumin 4.4, phosphorus is 4.0 and protein to creatinine ratio is normal at 0.077.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  No progression of disease.

2. Bilaterally small kidneys.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every three to six months and she will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. The patient verbalized understanding.
