Dear Dr. Moon:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Ward with stage IIIB to IV chronic kidney disease with ANCA positive vasculitis with prior immunosuppressants, last treatment was in August 2022 and paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.  His last visit with this practice was November 2, 2023.  He has lost three pounds over the last six months, but he is eating well and feels very well.  He denies nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No current catheter and he feels as if he is emptying his bladder very well.  No difficulties.  He does see Dr. Liu for prostate enlargement, but he is emptying well and Dr. Liu told him he does not require a catheter.  No edema or claudication symptoms.
Medications:  I want to highlight the Flomax 0.4 mg daily, Eliquis is 2.5 mg twice a day, and amiodarone is 200 mg twice a day.
Physical Examination:  Weight 168 pounds, pulse is 58 and blood pressure left arm sitting large adult cuff is 160/76.  Neck is supple.  There is no jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  No murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done June 19, 2024.  Creatinine was improved it is 1.86, estimated GFR is 35, previous two levels were 2.06 and 1.95, albumin 3.6, calcium 8.6, sodium 135, potassium 4.6, carbon dioxide 22, phosphorus is 3.3, hemoglobin is 12.8 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. ANCA positive vasculitis, last treatment in August 2022 and he appears to be clinically stable.  He has currently got stage IIIB chronic kidney disease and we will continue to check labs every three months.
2. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.  He is anticoagulated with Eliquis and also on amiodarone and sees his cardiologist every six months.  He will have a followup visit with this practice in five to six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
