HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 13-year-old female presents with mother. Child has been complaining of left ear pain with drainage, started one day ago. PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: Allergic to PENICILLIN and CEPHALOSPORIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is a mildly ill-appearing child that is in no acute distress.
EENT: Shows bilateral tympanic membrane erythema and bulging on the left side. Nose: With clear rhinorrhea. Throat: Mild erythema. No edema. No exudate.
NECK: Supple with full range of motion.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds in all four quadrants.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Normal bowel sounds.
SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Left otitis media.
PLAN: We will do a Z-PAK to take it as directed. Mother advised to treat symptoms at home to include fevers, to provide Tylenol and Motrin and rest.
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
