HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient comes in with her mother. She states she woke up this morning with excruciating lower abdominal pain that does hurt when touched. No changes due to eating. Last period was on 06/06/2024. She states she does not feel that she is pregnant. She has history of urinary tract infection, but states the symptoms are very different, it is very painful to touch in the lower abdominal region as well as it is very painful when she walks. No recent travel out of the country noted.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is awake, alert, oriented, no acute distress, 17-year-old female.
EENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Clear. Nose: Without rhinorrhea. Throat: Without edema or erythema. Airway is patent.
RESPIRATORY: No respiratory distress noted.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: No guarding. No rigidity. Bowel sounds appreciated in all four quadrants. Positive TTP through the right and left lower quadrant. No CVA tenderness. Positive heel tap.
SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Lower abdominal pain.
PLAN: The patient did a UA and a pregnancy test in clinic, both were negative. The patient is referred to the emergency room for advanced imaging. Discharged in stable condition to the mother who stated she would take her to the ER.
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
