HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 69-year-old female presents to the clinic today with complaints of rash on her back that itches and it has been there for one day. She has tried Benadryl cream with no success. She states she was outside in the yard in the heat, but with a shirt on and now has a heat rash on her back on the left side. No shortness of breath. No difficulty swallowing noted.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperlipidemia, GERD, migraines and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: She is allergic to LEVAQUIN, DOXYCYCLINE, CLINDAMYCIN, and MORPHINE.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of smoking or alcohol use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented x 3, in no acute distress.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Clear with no TM bulging, appropriate light reflex. Nose: Without rhinorrhea or turbinate edema. Throat: Clear. No edema. No erythema. No tonsillar exudate. Airway is patent.
RESPIRATORY: Normal breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur.
ABDOMEN: Nontender. No guarding. No rebound.
SKIN: Noted raised welt of the left posterior region from T2 to S4.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of extremities.
ASSESSMENT: Contact dermatitis.
PLAN: Dexamethasone in the clinic with Medrol-Dosepak as well as steroid cream. The patient is discharged in stable condition with all questions answered.
