HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with rash bilaterally of arms after working in the yard cleaning out poison ivy. No difficulty breathing. No difficulty swallowing. No feeling of swelling in throat noted. The patient has been taking Benadryl cream with good results, but has a birthday party Saturday for her granddaughter’s birthday and she would like this to be resolved by then.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypothyroidism and arthritis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right shoulder repair, facelift and cholecystectomy.
ALLERGIES: Allergic to CODEINE.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is a 72-year-old female in no acute distress. She is alert, oriented x3.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Clear with no tympanic membrane bulging. Nose: Without rhinorrhea. Throat: Patent with no edema.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: With lesions. No rash, but lesions to the upper arms bilaterally.
ASSESSMENT: Contact dermatitis, poison ivy.
PLAN: In clinic, 10 mg dexamethasone as well as Medrol-Dosepak for home. The patient’s questions were answered. She is discharged in stable condition.
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
