Mrs. Lopes is a 52-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2014. She also had a history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. For her diabetes, she is on Toujeo 40 units once daily, Farxiga 10 mg once daily, and metformin 1000 mg twice a day. She was previously on Rybelsus therapy however she stopped this. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 9.4%. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She denies any significant changes in her weight.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 9.4%. We will plan on starting the patient on Ozempic 0.25 mg once weekly for four weeks then increase to 0.5 mg weekly thereafter. We will also recommend Toujeo 40 units once daily, Farxiga 10 mg once daily and metformin 1000 mg twice a day.

2. We will prescribe a One-Touch glucometer that she may check her blood sugar one to two times daily and bring back her results during her followup visit.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on atorvastatin 10 mg daily.
