Dear Doctors:

This is a followup for Mr. Stoll who has chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in January.  Comes accompanied with wife.  There was an emergency room visit, treated as diverticulitis antibiotics, did not require hospital admission, abdominal pain resolved.  Tolerating diet.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No bleeding in the stools.  Minor nocturia.  No incontinence.  Chronically sleeps in a recliner.  Hard of hearing.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  Uses a cane.  Other review of systems is negative.
Other visit through McLaren Lansing for right-sided hip pain, received radiation apparently related to the follicular lymphoma, new testing PET scan pending.  Review of systems otherwise as indicated above.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Eliquis, Coreg, nitrates, Lasix and on diabetes management.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 153, blood pressure by nurse 158/83.  There is rhonchi, wheezes, COPD abnormalities, normal oxygenation, pulse, hard of hearing.  Normal speech.  No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No palpable ascites, masses or tenderness.  Bilateral knee replacement.  No major edema, weakness, but nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from May, creatinine 1.4 baseline.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Present GFR 48 stage III.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Liver function test not elevated.  No gross anemia.
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Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No progression. No symptoms.  No dialysis.
2. Congestive heart failure, low ejection fraction, clinically stable.
3. Follicular lymphoma, recent radiation left hip.
4. Electrolytes and acid base stable.  Nutrition and calcium normal.
5. Minimal anemia.  No need for EPO treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
