HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with the mother; does not speak English, with the translator in the room states that the child has mosquito bites on his legs. They are painful and he had fever that she treated with Motrin that responded well. She has not done any anti-itch creams this time.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: This is a no acute distress, alert and oriented x 3 patient.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple without thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Normal breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Shows two mosquito bites on the lateral edge of the medial malleolus. Mild edema. Mild erythema. No drainage noted. Not warm to touch. Circulation distally is intact.
ASSESSMENT: Allergic reaction.
PLAN: Advised mother to utilize over-the-counter hydrocortisone, calamine or Benadryl to help with itching; it is a normal response to mosquito bite and to use mosquito repellent if the child is going to be outside. The patient was discharged in stable condition to his mother.
