CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a 67-year-old female referred for syncopal evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 67-year-old female who reports an episode of syncope approximately two weeks earlier. She stated that she blacked out and subsequently has blanked out on what happened. She stated that when she awoke from the episode, nothing in her house was where it was supposed to be. She denies any symptoms of chest pain. She reports a recent fall.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Aortic aneurysm.

2. Hypertension.
3. Asthma.

4. SLE.

5. Rheumatoid arthritis.

6. Left hip pain.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Right foot drop.

2. Right rotator cuff repair.

MEDICATIONS: Losartan unknown dose, albuterol 90 mcg p.r.n., Lipitor 20 mg daily, bupropion 150 mg daily, buspirone 10 mg one daily, fluticasone inhalation 110 mcg, fluticasone spray 50 mcg, enteric-coated aspirin 81 mg, benztropine 1 mg daily, trazodone 100 mg daily, and sucralfate 1 g t.i.d.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory although maternal grandmother did have diabetes type II.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies cigarette smoking or drug use. She notes rare alcohol use.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Gastrointestinal: She has had dysphagia and heartburn.

Neurologic: She has had vertigo.

Psychiatric: She has had insomnia.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is an obese female who is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 196/121, pulse 82, respiratory rate 18, height 64”, and weight 178.6 pounds.
