CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 94-year-old female with syncope.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 94-year-old female with prior history of syncope. She is noted to be present with family member. The family member notes that the patient has passed out on several occasions. She passed out on the sofa, but more recently she had passed out on a hot day. She has had no chest pain or shortness of breath. She has had no palpitations.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hip surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Alendronate 70 mg one p.o. weekly, memantine unknown dose daily, zinc one daily, vitamin B12 one daily, and rivastigmine one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking, alcohol, or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: The patient reports change in weight, i.e., weight gain.

Skin: Normal.

Head: No findings, but she reports a history of trauma.

Eyes: The patient wears eyeglasses.
Remainder of the review of systems is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 160/90, pulse 80, respiratory rate 15, and weight 101.2 pounds.

HEENT: Head is atraumatic and normocephalic. Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light and accommodation. Sclerae clear. Extraocular motions are intact.

Exam is otherwise unremarkable.
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IMPRESSION: Syncope.
Of note, EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm at 66 beats per minute and is otherwise unremarkable.
PLAN: I will order nuclear stress test versus Dobutamine to evaluate the patient.
