Thank you for this referral.

Terra Lynn comes for followup today. She initially was diagnosed to have breast cancer following abnormal mammogram. The patient subsequently had a biopsy, which was positive. The patient then had right breast lumpectomy with sentinel node biopsies. Her tumor was small about 1 cm it was grade I of III and it was invasive duct cell carcinoma. Margins were clean and lymph nodes were negative. Estrogen progesterone receptors were strongly positive, HER-2/neu was negative, and Ki67 was less than 4. The patient is now here for further advice. She already has seen Dr. Cavey and she already has started radiation therapy to the left breast.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 63-year-old.

Vital Signs: Weighing 229 pounds and blood pressure 150/81.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES: Early stage breast cancer, ductal cell carcinoma grade I, ER/PR positive, tumor less than 2 cm, status post lumpectomy with lymph node dissection.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is undergoing radiation therapy. She should start anastrozole 1 mg daily for at least five years. I will send the prescription to her pharmacy at Walmart. I will see her in followup in three months.
