The patient has had tremendous amount of weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, failure to thrive, and severe weakness. He lives with his wife now as I mentioned. His BMI is 15 with severe muscle wasting, H&H of 9 and 28 with albumin of 2.4 and total protein of 4.5. The patient was given Marinol to help with his eating habit. He no longer wants to try any chemo or radiation therapy at this time. Given his aggressive neuroendocrine disorder, I believe hospice is a great decision for this gentleman who has been placed on hospice and is very appropriate for hospice because he has most likely has less than six months to live given all above findings. He is ADL dependent and bowel and b ladder incontinent and is cared for by his wife Elizabeth as I mentioned. He has a KPS score of 40%.
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
