Nieves is a 98-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of neurocognitive disorder of Lewy body type.
The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent, totally bedbound now, lives with her son Roy who is her primary caregiver. He would not be able to take care of her at home if it was not for the hospice aides, nurses and family’s help. She is no longer able to ambulate because of frequent falls. She has a KPS score of 40% now. The patient has bowel and bladder incontinence, total ADL dependency, eats very little even less than before. She has most likely lost another 3 or 4 pounds. She is skin and bones. Protein-calorie malnutrition is the hallmark of her disease along with aspiration. The patient is expected to do poorly, very hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
