A 67-year-old gentleman being evaluated for face-to-face today.
The patient suffers from COPD. He uses his oxygen now at 3 L. At 3 L, he is at 92 to 94%. He also has a history of hypertension, low back pain, radiculopathy, protein-calorie malnutrition, muscle wasting, depression, anxiety, and constipation. He is still having trouble with sleeping. He believes that is related to his shortness of breath. He lives with his family. He does not smoke. He uses his oxygen and his nebulizer continuously now.
He has extensive history of smoking, but he quit smoking few years ago. His KPS score is at 40%. He is tachycardic. His heart rate is at 110 today at rest. He feels anxious and suffers from air hunger. The tachycardia is independent of using his nebulizer and it is related to his endstage COPD. His right-sided heart failure causes mild pedal edema, weakness, and increased shortness of breath. He is bowel and bladder incontinent and requires help with all ADLs. The patient refused the hospital bed, sleeps on the cough because he can prop up his neck with pillow and be able to breathe. His family has tried to get him hospital bed and he has declined in the past. He continues to worsen as far as his COPD is concerned and his overall prognosis remains grave.
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
