This is a 60-year-old woman currently on hospice with right-sided weakness related to CVA. The patient’s stroke in the past has left her incontinent of bowel and bladder. She has significant symptoms of aspiration. Because of the aspiration, she is eating less. She is now staying in bed 16 to 18 hours a day per caretaker. O2 saturation is at 90% with a heart rate of 106. The patient has increased shortness of breath with eating; I believe that is related to her aspiration syndrome. No longer able to use a walker again because of her weakness. Her blood sugar is stable because she is not eating very much. The patient has significant sleep apnea, but has refused CPAP in the past. Other medical conditions include hypertension, renal insufficiency, systemic lupus erythematosus, joint pain, severe weakness, muscle wasting, decreased appetite, weight loss, aspiration, and she is now totally bedbound with endstage CVA. She has a KPS score of 40% and continues to have episodic bouts of either TIA or petit mal seizures which she is not taking any medication for at this time and does not want any increased medication. She is very particular in what she wants and does not want to do. Overall prognosis continues to remain poor and continues to decline in her condition given her endstage CVA.
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
