FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

Richard is a 79-year-old gentleman with history of dementia/senile degeneration of brain, currently on hospice. He has been having a lot of symptoms of anxiety and confusion. He is not eating. He has lost weight. He has protein-calorie malnutrition and total ADL dependency and he definitely wears a dipper with bowel and bladder incontinence.

Recently, he was started on Xanax, which helped initially, but his anxiety and his agitation is increasing. He is not sleeping very much. He has a tendency to wander at night. His O2 saturation is stable at this time. He is not requiring any oxygen, but he does have protein-calorie malnutrition. We will go ahead and increase the patient’s trazodone to 100 mg today and Risperdal to 2 mg in the morning to better control his symptoms. Continue with Xanax as before. We will reevaluate the patient’s response in the next 24 to 48 hours.
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
