As a matter of fact, she had a fall on Sunday with right leg pain, right knee pain, and right hip pain. The patient is scheduled for x-ray tomorrow by Mrs. Zeebra who is the owner of the group home where she states at. The patient complains of pain. She is ADL dependent. She has shortness of breath and decreased weight. KPS score of 40%. She has bowel and bladder incontinence. Her O2 saturation 97% with a pulse of 100. She uses CPAP at this time and no longer able to get up because of the fact that she has a recent history of fall with orthostatic hypotension. Her blood pressure is stable. She would not benefit from midodrine at this time, but we will watch this regarding possibility of orthostatic hypotension secondary to possible Shy-Drager syndrome. Overall prognosis remains poor. The patient continues to decline on hospice with the diagnosis of hypertensive heart disease.
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
