MEDICATIONS: Lurasidone 40 mg take one tablet two times a day, levothyroxine 25 mcg take one tablet by mouth daily, docusate sodium 100 mg one capsule b.i.d. as needed for constipation, *__________* to take one capsule by mouth every four hours p.r.n. itching, clonidine 0.1 mg take one tablet b.i.d., polyethylene glycol mix 17 g in 8 ounces of water and drink by mouth daily, vitamin B-complex, vitamin C capsules take one by mouth daily, divalproex sodium 500 mg take two tablets t.i.d., lorazepam 1 mg take one tablet by mouth every evening, lorazepam 0.5 mg one tablet in the morning, phenobarbital 32.4 mg take one tablet by mouth in the morning and two tablets at bedtime, risperidone 1 mg take one tablet by mouth every four hours as needed for agitation, risperidone 2 mg take one tablet by mouth twice daily, oxcarbazepine 300 mg take one tablet by mouth b.i.d., and melatonin 5 mg h.s. p.r.n.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is new to Heritage Home. He has been residing there for two weeks.
