CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 35-year-old African American male complained of chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient as noted is a 35-year-old male who reports episodes of chest pain for six to seven months. Pain is worsened on raising his arms or carrying bags. The symptoms have been associated with shortness of breath and wheezing. The symptoms occur sporadically and are of variable duration.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Gunshot wound to the right ankle.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes cigarette use. He smokes half pack per day. He has prior cocaine and alcohol use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise, unremarkable except for psychiatric; he does have nervousness, depression and insomnia.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: Examination otherwise reveals a muscular healthy young individual in no acute distress.
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 135/80, pulse 99, respiratory rate 19, height 71”, and weight 242.6 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 87 beats per minute and is otherwise normal.

IMPRESSION: This is a 35-year-old male who reports chest pain. His symptoms are consistent with musculoskeletal pain. However, he does report associated shortness of breath and wheezing. Given his associated shortness of breath and wheezing, we will perform exercise treadmill test. He is otherwise clinically stable.
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
