Mrs. Hanuman is a 68-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. The patient reports that she had a partial thyroidectomy two and half years ago with benign pathology. She also has a history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. The patient is currently on levothyroxine 50 mcg daily. She denies any heart palpitations. She reports dry skin and fatigue. She reports that she has lost some weight. She reports some thinning hair and some mood swings. She reports cold and heat intolerance. Her vitamin D level was 24.2. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia.

Plan:

1. For her hypothyroidism management, she is currently on levothyroxine 50 mcg daily. We will order a baseline thyroid function panel and putting a TSH, free T4, and free T3 level. I will also get a TPO antibody level and thyroglobulin antibody level to assess for any autoimmune dysfunction.

2. The patient had a partial thyroidectomy two and half years ago with benign pathology.

3. Her vitamin D deficiency, her vitamin D level is 24.2. Recommend following up with checking a vitamin D supplement.
