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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 64-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. The laboratory workup has not changed. The patient has a serum creatinine that is 1, BUN is 25 and serum electrolytes are within normal limits. The main problem is the fact that the patient has hyperfiltration because the hemoglobin A1c is elevated. There is an improvement from 12.3 down to 9.3% in hemoglobin A1c, but unfortunately we do not have the determination of the protein-to-creatinine ratio in the urine or the albumin-to-creatinine ratio. We are going to emphasize the need to get this lab done.

2. Vitamin D deficiency that is on supplementation.

3. The patient has diabetes mellitus that is followed by the endocrinologist. The administration of Trulicity was discontinued. The patient has been switched to Mounjaro 2.5 mg and the patient apparently continues to be on Synjardy XR 5/1000 mg. The patient is asymptomatic. We are going to defer the control of the blood sugar to the endocrinologist.

4. Peripheral vascular disease with above-knee amputation of the right lower extremity.

5. Hyperlipidemia that has been under control.

6. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. The T3, TSH and T4 are within normal range.

7. The patient has a remote history of nephrolithiasis that has not been active.

8. This patient has a diagnosis of schizophrenia. He lives in assisted living. We are going to request a reconciliation of the medications in order to make sure that the treatment that he receives at the ALF is the one that we prescribe. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months.

We spent 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 20 minutes and in the documentation we spent 7 minutes.
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
